years 

• marking butterfly wings in Devon to preserve the areas biodiversity 

• tracking badgers in Oxfordshire and otters in Wiltshire – which includes looking at a lot of 

poo! 
• following the beautiful Golden Eagles of Mull and learning more about their habits in order to 

help them flourish in the future 

• preserving ancient plant specimens in London, dating back to the middle of the 19th Century  

 

 
The Amerada Hess Environment Awards Programme helps teachers take part in these projects, 

getting hands on experience they can then pass to their pupils. It also offers them a grant to set up 
their own environmental project. 

 
The month is timed to coincide with the launch of the 2004 Amerada Hess Environment Awards 

programme, and Earthwatch’s new programme of events for next year.
